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Guide to Get Paid To Move To New Zealand:

1. Securing a Job in New Zealand

Jobs Availability for Skill or Labor Shortage

The first step before applying for a working visa in New Zealand is to secure a job offer from
an accredited employer, as this is the best option on how to move to NZ.

An accredited employer means it is an employer that is approved by the immigration of New
Zealand, as they acquired a permit to employ workers with the AEWV. 

There are a number of high-demand industries that are looking to fill in the skill shortage
occupations. 

Some of the most in-demand jobs in New Zealand include the healthcare sector, engineers,
IT professionals, construction workers, and more. 

Green Listed Jobs

To increase your chance of hiring, you can also look out for job opportunities on the Green 
List.

The Green List is a new skill shortage list introduced by the government of New Zealand.

If you are hired from any of the Green List roles, you have the opportunity to apply for
residency in New Zealand immediately or after 2 years, depending on the Tier level. 

Tier 1 means you get a Residence Visa immediately, while Tier 2 means Work to Residence
Visa.

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2. Apply For A Work Visa

Eligibility Criteria for the AEWV Program

Here are the requirements to apply for the Accredited Employer Work Visa (AEWV):

1. Must obtain a genuine job offer from an accredited employer in New Zealand.

Your employer should give you a copy of the employment agreement and a signed
employment offer. 

This is something to keep in mind during your process of job searching, be sure to ask the
recruiter if they are registered as a New Zealand-accredited employer. 

2. The job offer has to be at least 30 hours a week, and your median wage offer must be min 
NZD $29.66 an hour.

3. Meeting the criteria for AEWV- good health check, qualifications and experience for the
role, character check, etc. You can check the full detail of the requirements here.

4. To be eligible to bring your partner or family to move to New Zealand with you, you needto
earn at least NZD $43,322.76 each year. 

Application Process and Cost

Once you meet all the requirements, your employer will send you a job token link from their
Immigration online dashboard. 

You must open and accept the request in the link before proceeding with the rest of the
application. 

The application cost from NZD $750, and the processing time takes around 57 days. 

Once your visa is approved, you can start planning the moving process. Keep on reading to
learn how to get settled in New Zealand!

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3. Look for Housing and Allowance Eligibility

The New Zealand housing market is relatively competitive; this process is lengthy and will
require some patience before you find a house that fits your criteria and budget. 

It is hard to rent a property in New Zealand when you are abroad as there are no rental
brokers that can find a rental for you. 

The best way when first arriving in New Zealand is to stay at a temporary accommodation
through short-term rental or AirBnB.

Cost of Rentals and additional fees:

Rentals in New Zealand are typically charged weekly. The cost of the rental depends on the
city you are planning to settle in. 

If you are planning to move to Auckland, be ready to splurge some more. Average rent is
around NZD $642 a week- considering it is one of the most expensive cities in New Zealand
to rent!

Once you find your ideal place to rent, you are expected to pay a bond to the landlord or a
property manager to secure the property. 

This is a deposit payment and the cost is usually around 2 weeks or one month’s worth of
rent which will be paid back when moving out after passing the final inspection. 

Applying for NZD $5K Work Grant Subsidy

While looking for housing rental, you can also start applying for the Work Grant! 

The work grant is a great initiative to get paid to live in New Zealand. Whether you are a
citizen thinking of moving back to New Zealand for work or an expat, this grant is open for
both citizens and residents. 

If you are qualified to receive the work grant, a lump sum of NZD $5,000 (not taxed) will be
transferred to you to help with the cost of moving for a job.

Requirements for Work Grant:

Qualify for main benefit (Job seeker)
Received a confirmed job offer with a permanent or fixed-term contract (Must have at
least 30 hours a week)
The job offer must be based in New Zealand and must start the application process
within 28 days of working
The job offer must be longer than 91 days

If you do not have an address yet, not to worry, you can use your current address overseas,
but will need to provide a permanent address once you are in New Zealand.

2. Taxes

Income Tax:

The Tax system in New Zealand is based on a tiered system, depending on your salary or
income. 

The taxes are usually taken care of by your employer but it is good to know how much you
are being taxed from your income. 

10.5% tax on income from NZD $0 to NZ$14,000.
17.5% tax on income from NZD $14,001 to NZ$48,000
30% tax on income from NZD $48,001 to NZ$70,000
33% tax on income from NZD $70,001 to NZ$180,000
39% tax on income from NZD $180,01

Tax Number- IRD:

Once settled after migrating New Zealand, you will need to get an IRD number in order to
pay taxes in New Zealand. 

To apply for an IRD number, you will need a valid passport and the immigration application
number. 

You can register for it online on their website. 

3. Health Care

Healthcare in New Zealand is free for its citizens, permanent residents and working visa
holders. 

When first moving to New Zealand, you need to register with the nearest GeneralPractitioner
(GP) to get a National Health Index number (NHI).  

Although public healthcare is great in New Zealand, the waiting period can be long due to
staff shortages. 

Alternatively, there is a private healthcare option, and can be covered by most health
insurance in New Zealand.
