As part of the package, you’ll gain access to co-working spaces. You can use the space to
set up offices, network, and meet other entrepreneurs. 

You’ll also be given a whole wide network of mentors and potential investors to connect
with.

While Sark doesn’t exactly pay you to relocate there, they are a tax-free system which is
as good as getting funds from the government.

There are three main ways to gain residency in Sark:

1. Investor Visa

This requires a minimum wealth of £1 million liquid assets ($1.2 million), and you must
invest £1 million for the benefit of Guernsey. 

Sark is a part of the Bailiwick of Guernsey, a type of political area that Guernsey
administers. That’s why the Sark residency requirements require investment in Guernsey.

2. Entrepreneur Visa

As an entrepreneur, you need to invest £200,000 (USD $255,000) either by running your
own business or investing in an existing business. 

3. Creative or Artistic Work Visa

One for the creatives, this visa allows you to gain residency if you make a living from any
artistic pursuit, for example, writing, music, or painting.

You don’t need any financial investment, and the visa can be extended indefinitely afterthe
first 2 years.

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15. United States

The US might not have been on your mind when you were considering to get paid to move
to another country. 

However, the US has quite a few paid relocation programs. Let’s check them out:

1. Detroit Live Downtown Program

This program is expected to provide subsidies for buying or renting downtown to
employees of DTE Energy, Compuware, Quicken Loans, Blue Cross Blue Shield of
Michigan, and Strategic Staffing Solutions.

2. Detroit Live Midtown Program

This program encourages employees at Wayne State University, the Detroit Medical
Center, and the Henry Ford Health System to live in Midtown.

Both the Detroit Live Downtown and Live Midtown Programs have the following incentive
plans:

As a new renter, you will receive an allowance of $2,500 for your apartment in the
first year. Additionally, you will also receive $1,000 of funding for the second year.
If you’re an existing renter, you receive a $1,000 funding allowance for renewing a
lease.
New homeowners receive a $20,000 forgivable loan toward purchasing their primary
residence if taken one-time, OR $25,000 at the rate of $5,000 per year if taken over 5
years.
If you’re an existing homeowner, you’ll receive matching funds of up to $5,000 for
exterior improvements for projects of $10,000 or more.

3. Niagara Falls

The city has been known to offer a program to attract new residents, mainly targeting
recent college graduates. 

They provide up to $7,000 in loan reimbursements over a two-year period for people who
agree to rent or buy a home in a specific area of the city.

4. Kansas: The Rural Opportunity Zones (ROZs) Program

Another program that aims to attract new residents into their rural areas, the ROZs
program includes perks like state income tax waivers for up to five years and student loan
repayments of up to $15,000.

5. Tulsa Remote Program

If you’re a remote worker eligible to work in the US, this program is for you. 

You just need to be able to move to Tulsa within the next 12 months of your application
and be above 18 years old.

Some of the benefits are:

$10,000 Cash – The program splits the cash in stages to help with relocation, a
monthly stipend, and the remaining amount when you finish a one-year stay.
Space at Tulsa’s Top Coworking Community – 36 Degrees North, a coworkingspace
in Downtown Tulsa, provides a free place for you to work and connect withother
remote workers and entrepreneurs. 

16. Vietnam

Another beautiful Asian country where you can move and get paid, Vietnam is an eclectic
mix of a hustle-bustle city like Saigon and quiet, serene landscapes like Sapa.

I think you could be in Vietnam for an entire year and still not be able to uncover all of its
gems!
