What Is An Affiliate Program?

An affiliate program allows you to earn money from sending traffic to certain companies. It
happens when you promote their services or products on yourblog.

It goes like this:

Insert a trackable link into your content, for example, Booking.com. 
Someone books a room through the link you provided.
You get a commission from there.

In the quest of affiliate marketing,  you’ll come across the word ‘cookie’. Besides not being
edible, this cookie means a value stored on our computer. Whensomeone visits your
website through an affiliate link, the cookie is stored on their computer.

Cookies are used to track affiliate referrals and they have an expiry date. Let’s say you’re
an affiliate partner of Klook and their affiliate cookie lasts for 24hours. This means you can
only earn commission from sales that take place within 24 hours after your reader clicked
on the affiliate link.

What’s great about affiliate programs is all three parties ‘win’ something. Referral traffic for
the company, products, or services for the readers and you –some moolah from your
recommendations!

Many bloggers earn so much from affiliate programs because they can earn money even
when they’re asleep. Talking about passive income, eh? 

When I just started blogging, I earned zero bucks from affiliate marketing. Then I signedup
for this course by Michelle. I learned how she made over $100,000 per month fromaffiliate
partnerships. Within three months I made $300 per month and it continued toincrease.

How To Choose The Best Affiliate Programs For Travel 
Bloggers

Essentially, there are four things you should consider before choosing an affiliate travel
program:

Payout rate – percentage of your commission
Product practicality – quality of the product
Products you trust – products you have used or are using
Genuine/legit brands you want to speak for – products you use and like

But eventually, it boils down to these two:

Understanding the consumer buying cycle
Treating your readers as a friend

Understanding The Consumer Buying Cycle

Let’s say you bought a backpack recently  – an Osprey Atmos AG 65. Before deciding to
purchase it, you probably Googled something like “Best backpack 2021” or “Bestbackpack
for hiking”.

And then, you clicked an article from one of the blogs on the first page, read the review,
and made your purchase through the author’s link. 

So, this is what it means by the consumer buying cycle. In short, the process goes likethis: 

Awareness>Research>Evaluation>Purchase

Make sure you provide detailed information about the product and its value. How does it
work? How can it help the readers? What benefit can the readers gain from buying the
product?

Treating Your Readers As A Friend

How many times have you recommended a great restaurant or your new favorite hiking
boots to a friend? 

If you approach your blog posts with that exact same authenticity, your readers can sense
that. 

Of course, it takes time to build trust but solid readership and followers is a sure way to up
your affiliate marketing game and earn consistent income from your blog.

Affiliate Programs VS Affiliate Networks

Besides affiliate programs, you might have also heard about affiliate networks.

In case you’re wondering, these two are not the same. But they provide the same end
game – to let you earn money.

While affiliate programs are controlled by the company selling the product, an affiliate
network is like a hub that houses thousands of affiliate programs.

Take Expedia or Amazon, for instance – they run their affiliate programs or in-house
affiliate programs.

Affiliate networks are like intermediaries. They connect bloggers and entrepreneurs
(publishers like you and me) with companies (merchants).

3. Affiliate Integration

Some of the best affiliate programs for travel bloggers such as Expedia, TripAdvisor, or
Priceline are essential to every travel affiliate website. You can integrate the ones you find
best into your website.

Here’s a comprehensive, step-by-step guide to building a travel website that you can start
with.
