Staff Selection Commission (SSC) Combined Higher Secondary Level (CHSL): The Staff
Selection Commission (SSC) administers the SecondaryCommission Examination (SSC
CHSL) to recruit candidates for the positions of lower divisional clerk(LDC), juniorsecretariat
assistant, postalassistant/sorting assistant, and data entry operator(DEO) postsin various
governmental departments. Candidates must have successfully completedtheir12th board
examination in any stream to be eligible for the SSC CHSL.
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Indian Railway Recruitment Board (RRB) Non-Technical Popular Categories (NTPC): RRB
NTPC is a test taken by the RRB to fill a range of non-technical jobs in the railways. To sit
for the exam, you need to have completed your 12th class in any stream.

 

SSC Multi-Tasking Staff (MTS):SSC MTS (Multi-Tasking Staff Test) is a test conducted by
the SSC to select candidates for Multi-Tasking Staff (MT) posts in various departments of
the government. To sit for the SSC MTS test, candidates must have cleared their 12thboard
examination in any stream.

 

SSC Stenographer (Grade C & D): The Staff Selection Commission (SSC) is holding an
exam to find candidates to fill posts as stenographers grade C or D in different government
departments. Candidates have to have passed their 12th board exam in any stream and
have to be able to write at least 40 words a minute in English.
