Delta generally displays waivers for travel on its homepage. In addition, Delta will usually email the
person who is eligible to receive an exemption to travel. Keep checking your inbox when you
suspect that you might be eligible for a waiver valid for the dates you travel.

Take note that if your booked the Delta flight+1860-215-4993 via or through an online travel agent
(OTA) such as Kayak or Expedia and you are not be able to modify or cancel your reservation on
the Delta’s website. Instead, you'll be required to call the OTA via which you purchased the ticket in
order to make a modification or cancel.
