How Much Can You Make?

Earnings can vary based on factors like location, demand, and the platform you choose. Most
laundry companies charge per pound of laundry, and customers are encouraged to tip, but it’snot
required. 

On average, you can expect to make between $15 to $20 per bag with a laundry side hustle.
Some top providers report earning up to $1,300 per week. Additionally, offering extra serviceslike
ironing or specialty cleaning can boost your income.

Companies and Apps That Pay You to Do Laundry

If you’re ready to explore which websites can help you get paid to do laundry with the least start-
up costs, here are four reputable platforms to consider.

1. Poplin

Poplin connects laundry providers with clients needing laundry services. It offers competitive pay
and flexible hours. Once you sign up to become a laundry pro, you’ll have access to best
practices videos explaining Poplin’s techniques and a getting started guide. To get started, you’ll
need to purchase:

Laundry detergent
Clear bags
Labels
A simple bathroom or hanging scale to weigh the finished laundry

Poplin’s laundry pros receive requests from customers in their area via the app. Once you accept
your first order, simply pick up the laundry and return it, cleaned and folded or hung, within 24-48
hours. While high earners can make up to $6,000 per month, workers who maintain an average
flow of clients can earn around $2,000 to $2,500 per month. Poplin’s website states that the
average amount earned per order is $40, and there’s a minimum amount of $15 (not including
tips). 

2. Hampr

Hampr offers a user-friendly app that matches you with customers in need of laundry services.
Their patented “Hamprs” (laundry bags) make the process straightforward. You’ll need to
download the app, apply, and pass a background check in order to start accepting gigs. The app
allows you to set a five to 30-mile radius for customers since you’ll need to pick up and drop off
the clothes and garments. 

To get started, you’ll need: 

A washing machine that is at least 4.2 cubic feet
iPhone (iOS 10 or newer) or Android (5.1 or newer) smartphone 
A driver’s license and access to a reliable vehicle for transportation
Unscented, free-and-clear detergent
Gain original scent detergent for upgraded orders
13-gallon unscented kitchen bags
Ability to lift 20 to 30 pounds

When Hampr members place orders on the app, you’ll be able to ‘claim’ orders that you’d like to
take. Once you claim an order and pick it up, you must complete it and drop it off within 24hours.
Hampr pays 70% of their standard market rate per load and sends weekly direct deposits.Active
washers can make an average of $500 per week. 

3. Londr

Londr is a laundry and dry-cleaning platform that connects customers with top-rated laundry care
providers in their area. Download the app and sign up to start receiving job notifications in your
area via text message. While Londr has specific requirements for washing, drying, and folding
laundry, they allow you to wash customers’ clothing at your local laundromat if you don’t have a
washer at home. 

Once you mark the job as ‘delivered,’ Londr will send your payment within two to three business
days. Londr pays $20 for small- to mid-sized loads and $32 for larger loads. 

4. Laundry Care

LaundryCare is a well-established company offering laundry services across various regions.
When you sign up with LaundryCare, you become part of a team that values quality and
customer satisfaction. They provide you with all the tools and resources needed to succeed,
including marketing materials and customer service support. 

LaundryCare also offers competitive pay and various incentives to boost your earnings. This
company is ideal for people with flexible schedules who may not be able to meet a 24-hour
turnaround time.
