If you syndicate or write content on a platform like Medium, Vocal, or Microsoft Start, you can
also create pins for these articles, generating more traffic and ad revenue.

3. Earn Affiliate Income

Affiliate marketing involves you promoting a product or service you like with a unique link. If
someone clicks on that link and buys the product or signs up for the service, you receive a
commission.

The best thing about affiliate income is that the sky is the limit. You can earn a few hundred
dollars in affiliate sales per month or even thousands of dollars, depending on your conversions.

Affiliate income is all about the numbers, the quality of the product, and how well you present it.If
you have a solid product, are honest and transparent, and have good traffic on your site, youare
bound to make decent money with affiliates.

Pinterest can be used as a tool to help market your affiliate posts with eye-catching images and
descriptions. You can also share your affiliate links directly on Pinterest, so if you don’t have a
website or blog, you can still make money with affiliate marketing.

4. Market Your Products

If you’re selling something on your blog, website, Etsy, or on a print-on-demand platform like 
Spring, be sure to use Pinterest to market these products as well. You can create images foryour
product sales page or even promote content that mentions your product.

If visitors sign up for your email list, Pinterest traffic can easily be converted to sales and a loyal
audience.

Pinterest Money-Making Basics for Bloggers

Now that we know all of the ways bloggers can leverage Pinterest to make money, let’s go over
how to get started.

Some bloggers may find Pinterest confusing in the beginning, so it’s best to get started and build
your presence on this platform at your own pace.

Start by setting up a business Pinterest profile for yourself and fill in your profile completely.
Then, create boards related to the topic of your blog. You may want to create one primary
board to showcase all your best blog posts.
Keep in mind that Pinterest favors keywords, so you’ll want to research some common
keywords for your niche and include them in your profile bio, board names, and board
descriptions.
If you don’t know where to start when it comes to keywords, begin searching specific terms
on Pinterest to see what comes up. Also, consider any common keywords that you use in
your blog posts.
Start pinning relevant content to your boards along with your own content.
Create bold, vertical, high-quality images for each blog post. You can even create multiple
images for a single post to test out different designs.
Use Canva to help you create your images, and consider using stock photo sites like 
Unsplash, Pexels, Ivory Mix, and Deposit Photos.
Consider joining group boards on Pinterest that are relevant to your niche. This will help
you connect with other content creators who can share your pins. In return, you’ll share
theirs, and you’ll both get more promotion for your pins, which can lead to more clicks back
to your site.
Be mindful that some group boards have specific rules you must follow. Keep applying and
following up until you join the right boards.
You should be pinning content daily. To save time on this, try using an automatic pin
scheduling tool like Tailwind. Tailwind allows you to schedule your pins out in advance so
that you can schedule for a week or month all in one sitting. Tailwind also has tribes (which
are similar to Pinterest group boards) that you can join to promote your pins and pin other
people’s content in return.

Executing a solid Pinterest strategy may seem like a lot of work, but it’s not bad when you get
used to it. Most bloggers spend only 1-2 hours per week on Pinterest and usually find the work
pretty fun.

I strongly recommend batching tasks like creating images, applying to group boards, and
scheduling pins to make it much easier overall.

Getting Results

Getting results on Pinterest can take anywhere from a few weeks to a few months. You may
need to test your strategy a bit and rely on resources from experts.

It’s inspiring to know that many bloggers have drastically increased their blogs’ pageviews and
income in a matter of months.

Kristin Larsen is a blogger whose monthly page views went from 5,000 to 17,000 in just one
month of using Pinterest. After about six months, her page views skyrocketed to 200,000 per
month, contributing to her blog income increasing enough for her to quit her day job and blog full-
time.

APinterest
virtual assistant, or VA, helps people manage their Pinterest so they can better markettheir
content and get more traffic to their site.

As a Pinterest VA, you could work with bloggers, local businesses, online stores, and manyother
clients. You’d perform many of the tasks I mentioned earlier for bloggers.

Some of these include:

Creating and paying for Pinterest ads
Scheduling pins on Tailwind
How to access insights and perform Pinterest audits for clients
