For example, if you’re good with marketing and you’ve noticed that particular emails and email
headlines have gotten better open rates and click-throughs, you can turn that successful copy into
swipe files that other people can use.

Places to Sell Digital Products 

So, where can you sell digital products? Having a blog or website is not required since you canset
up a seller’s profile on an online marketplace. You can also use a third-party website tointegrate
with your website so you can sell products right from your blog. Below are some of thebest places
to sell digital products online.

Etsy

You’ve probably heard of Etsy before. It’s an online marketplace for unique and creative goods.
Etsy started as a site to sell your homemade and customized creations. Now, it’s a great place to
sell your digital products as well. People sell everything from printable planners to recipe cards
and labels.

Millions of people use Etsy each month, so it’s an ideal place to set up your virtual shop if you
want to get more eyes on your products. They offer a lot of tools to help you sell and market your
products. You can offer promotions for certain products, categorize your items, and take
advantage of their other seller tools.

Customers will purchase your products on Etsy’s website, but you can always share the link to
your Etsy store in other places. Etsy charges a $0.20 fee (per item) to list your products, andwhen
you make a sale, there’s a 5% transaction fee.

Fetch App

Fetch App allows you to sell digital downloads like music, videos, photos, e-books, PDFs, and
more. Simply create your digital products, upload the files to the platform, and start selling. Fetch
App has no contracts, and they don’t collect a commission when you make a sale. They do,
however, charge a monthly fee to store your digital products. 

You can get 5 MB of storage space and receive up to 25 orders per day for free. It costs $5 per
month for 50 MB of storage and to process unlimited orders, and the rates go up from there.

Shopify

Shopify makes it easy to sell your digital products, and you can easily integrate their features with
your website or blog. If you’re looking to grow a business with your digital products, Shopify is a
great option because they offer so many tools to help you with branding and marketing youronline
store. 

It costs $29 per month to open and host a basic store, but you can try Shopify out for 14 days for
free. The monthly fee includes social selling, a safe and secure checkout process, unlimited
products, discounts and coupons, integrations, and more. You’ll pay 2.9% + $0.30 per transaction.

Shopify’s store and branding features look the best, in my opinion, because they’re so
customizable. To make your online store profitable enough to justify the fees, I’d recommend
creating several digital products you can sell all at once and utilizing the marketing and integration
tools available.

Sellwire

Sellwire has over 5,000 sellers and integrates with sites like PayPal, Stripe, Google Analytics, and
MailChimp. This platform is easy to use and affordable if you are looking to sell just a few
products. 

For just $9 per month, you can sell up to 10 digital products with unlimited storage and orders.
Sellwire makes it easy to manage and upload your files. Plus, you can track orders, see profit
reports, and set up promotions.

Sellfy

Sellfy gives you the option to sell your digital products via your own store on their platform or from
your website. They provide a lot of great benefits and features like:

Unlimited products and storage bandwidth
Large file support
High-level security
Built-in email marketing

Another nice thing about using Sellfy is you can offer flexible payment options for customers.
Sellfy also makes it easy to use marketing tactics like upselling and coupon codes so customers
can buy your lower-level digital products up to your top-level products.

e-Junkie

Start selling up to 10 of your products on e-Junkie for just $5 per month. You can choose a virtual
storefront on e-Junkie’s website, or you can share a link to your products on your website or blog. 

The benefit of using sites like e-Junkie is that it’s a self-hosted service, so you don’t need to starta
website to sell your digital products. There’s also no set up fees or transaction fees.

SendOwl

SendOwl is a platform similar to e-Junkie and Sellfy, but it does offer a few more features. You
can sell from SendOwl or your own website by sharing links to your products. Plus, you can setup
affiliates, rescue cart abandonment orders, offer discounts, and set your own pricing. 

Get started for just $9 per month and sell up to 10 products with 1 GB of storage. SendOwl’s
online store plans go up to $39 per month, and you won’t pay transaction fees on any of your
orders.
