1. Saskatchewan’s Graduate Retention Program (GRP)

So, will Canada pay you to move there? Does the Prairie Provinces of Saskatchewan payto
live there?

By just Googling ‘Canadian cities that pay you to live there 2024’ or ‘places in Canada that
pay you to live there,’ the first that will pop up is ‘Saskatchewan pays you to live there.’

If you’ve just graduated from Saskatchewan, the Saskatchewan’s Graduate Retention 
Program (GRP) will pay you to continue staying there. 

You can receive up to CAD $20,000 (USD $15,090)  just by staying in Saskatchewan after
graduating from university or another post-secondary institution! 

If you’re wondering, do you get paid for moving to Canada? This is the only program that
does. 

Canada pays you to move there as a ‘Canada move incentive’ to encourage graduates to
continue to work and live in Saskatchewan.

Canada paying to move individuals to the province will boost Saskatchewan’s economicand
population growth.

That is, aside from companies that will pay for your Canada relocation and help with your
Canada permanent resident eligibility. 

We’ll get to that, but now, back to the GRP program.

So, just how much does Canada pay you to live there?

The Canada incentive to move to Saskatchewan is through tax rebates.

The rebate reward ranges from CAD $3,000 to $20,000 (USD $2,263 to $15,090),
depending on the level of post-secondary program you completed. 

It’s calculated based on the tuition fees you paid while studying as follows: 

A one-year certificate, diploma, or journeyperson – up to CAD $3,000 (USD $2,263) 
Two or three-year certificate or diploma – up to CAD $6,400 (USD $4,828) 
Three-year undergraduate degree – up to CAD $15,000 (USD $11,317)
Four-year undergraduate degree – up to CAD $20,000 (USD $15,090)

Canada will pay you to live there if you go to school in Saskatchewan. The school will
usually apply for this program for you. 

But suppose you attended school elsewhere but are a resident of Saskatchewan.

In that case, you must apply directly to the Ministry of Advanced Education to see your
eligibility for the program and if you can get paid to move to Saskatchewan.

This rebate doesn’t all come at once but is distributed over seven years after graduation. 

You receive 10% of your maximum rebate each year for the first four years. Then in the last
three years, you get 20% each year. 

So, how do you get paid to live in Canada? To qualify for the GRP, you need to:

Graduate from an approved post-secondary program within the last seven years
Completed a program that was at least 6 months of full-time study at an eligible
institution and resulted in a certificate, diploma, or undergraduate degree or provided
journeyperson certification.
Be living in Saskatchewan, be from Saskatchewan, or moving to Saskatchewan.

Relocate.me is a job board that specializes in helping people get a job and move countries,
specifically in the IT sector. 

If you are worried about how to move and work in Canada, you can easily search for a job
that pays you to move to Canada with the platform.

You can also get customized relocation tips and read about other successful expat stories
on the site.

A net salary calculator even helps you work out net salary rates.

Oh, a little nugget of info: 

The site mentioned that a minimum base salary for relocation starts at CAD $85,000 (USD 
$64,132) per year. 

In a more senior role, you could be getting a gross annual income of CAD $150,000 (USD 
$113,175)

3. Simply Hired

Simply Hired is another job board that helps you to get paid to move to Canada. You can
browse by job title, company, or city you want to move to.

Pro tip: You can type “relocation” in the search function where they ask for “Job Title, Skills,
or Company,” and it will show you all the jobs with relocation packages!

There will also be rigging and slinging, troubleshooting machinery, and conducting welding
repairs.

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Moving To Canada Checklist

So, you’re all pumped up to move to Canada now with all the options available. 

Before we go through with the immigration to Canada, let’s quickly review what you’ll need
and take a closer look at how to move in Canada.

1. Check If You Need A Visa 

There are multiple different visas to enter Canada, and if you’re not from Canada or working
for any of the jobs that do not require a visa, you’ll need one.

2. Find A Suitable Immigration Route 

Before you start packing up, you might want to find out about how much money do youneed
to migrate to Canada and the Easiest way to immigrate to Canada.

You’d do well to know about Canada lottery visa and Canada moving laws, too, amongother
things.

Also, what exact visa do you need? Some of the common visas are:

Express Entry Program – As the name suggests, this gains you express entry to
Canada.  It’s a Canada-immigration-points-based system where you’re scored on your
experience, qualifications, education, and skills. You must be highly skilled to get into
this program. 
Atlantic Immigration Program – This program allows you to move to Atlantic Canada,
which includes the territories of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Island,
Newfoundland, and Labrador.
Self-Employment Visa – You must prove you can be self-employed for this program.
You’ll also need enough relevant work experience in cultural activities or athletics. 
Federal Skilled Worker Program – You’ll need at least 10 years of work experience in
managerial jobs, professional jobs, and technical and skilled trades. This stream ispart
of the express entry. 
Federal Skilled Trades Program – You’ll need at least 2 years of work experience in a
skilled trade within 5 years. You must also pass language requirements for speaking,
reading, writing, and listening.
Provincial Nominee Program – This program is only if a province in Canadanominates
you and you meet the eligibility requirements. 
Quebec Selected Skilled Workers – Per the name, this is if you want to live inQuebec.
You must apply to the Government of Quebec for a Quebec SelectionCertificate and
follow through from there on.
Start-Up Visa – For this visa, you need a business idea that fits the requirements anda
support letter from a designated organization. You must also meet the language
requirements, and your business must meet a minimum generated amount for you to
settle in Canada. 

3.   Apply For The Permit 

Once you’ve got all the necessary information, you need to create an online account on the
Canada’a immigration website and check your eligibility. 

Subsequently, there will be further steps to get instructions for the specific visa if youqualify. 

You can then either apply online or in person at a local Canadian representative office in
your country.

Remember to waste no time applying for your permit. 

The permit takes varying lengths of time to process as such:

Canada Visitor Visa Processing Times – 22 days
Canada Study Visa Processing Time – 7 weeks
Canada Work Visa Processing Time – 9 weeks
Skilled trades (federal) Online via Express Entry Processing Time – 47 months
Skilled workers (Quebec) Processing Time – 21 months
Skilled workers (federal) Online via Express Entry Processing Time – 26 months

4. Prepare For The Move 

As part of moving to Canada requirements, if you’re shipping your items to Canada, you
have to detail all your items in  2 copies.

Include items that you are bringing over yourself and items that will arrive after. You must
also indicate the value, model, and serial number for applicable goods.

Goods that arrive later will only qualify for duty- and tax-free importation if they are on your
original list, so double-check that you list everything! 

5. Move To Canada

Once you arrive in Canada, you have to use the ArriveCan app to show your COPR
(confirmation of permanent residence).

You’ll also need to show a permanent residence visa if an entry visa is required.

You can download the app on Apple Store or Google Play. 

Difficulty Of Moving To Canada

I’ve moved countries a few times in my life, and Canada is not any harder than any other
country. 

You just have to make sure that you prepare in advance and give it time, especially if you
want to meet the Canada permanent resident eligibility.

Canada is open to welcoming foreigners, so it’s not super hard to qualify to move toCanada
and get paid. 

Just bear in mind most of the requirements need you to have some form of job and/ or
money secured.

So if you’re wondering, how can I immigrate to Canada without a job offer, that might be a
little tricky unless you have family ties in Canada. 

Important Things To Know When Moving To Canada

Banking – To open a bank account, you need an identity card or permanent residence
card. Some banks have “newcomer” programs to make it easier for you, like the
National Bank of Canada, Canadian Imperial Bank of Commerce, Royal Bank of
Canada, and Bank of Montreal. 
Taxes – There are several taxes in Canada, including federal, provincial, municipal,
and income taxes. Income tax is an automatic deduction unless you’re self-employed.
There’s also a sales tax for every purchase you make. 
Healthcare – There’s universal healthcare in Canada (yay!), but you will need to wait
for about 3 months before you get it (boo!). You should purchase a private healthcare
insurance for this interim period.
Housing – It’s recommended that you rent for the initial stage of your move.Depending
on your city, a one-bedroom apartment in Canada starts from about CAD $1,500
(USD $1,137)

Canadian Dual Citizenship

Canada allows dual citizenship, so if you want to hold on to your country’s citizenship, you
can. Provided your country also allows you to do the same.

Where my mother is from, Malaysia, for example, does not allow this. 

If any citizen has acquired citizenship of another country, they will be deprived of Malaysian
citizenship.

So check your country’s dual citizenship rules first, and if they don’t, you’ll need to choose
which nationality you want to keep.
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Financial Aspects Of Immigrating To Canada

The cost for applications and the process of immigrating to Canada is generally about CAD 
$2,300 (USD $1,744) for a single person.

You have to know how much money to move to Canada or the proof of funds you need to
have, to show that you have money to settle in Canada. 

The amount varies according to family size and starts from about CAD  $13,000 (USD 
$9,862) for a single applicant.

However, if you have a job offer or you’re applying under the Canadian Experience Class,
then you don’t need proof of funds. 

Family Sponsorship: Bringing Loved Ones To Canada

If you have a family member who’s a Canadian citizen or permanent resident, they might be
able to sponsor you to Canada. 

Family members eligible to sponsor are:

Parents and grandparents
Spouse or common-law/conjugal partner
Dependent child (adopted or biological) 

FAQs On Get Paid To Move To Canada

Can You Get Sponsored To Move To Canada?

Well, can you get sponsored to move to Canada? You can sponsor certain relatives tocome
to Canada if you’re at least 18 years old and a Canadian citizen or person registeredin
Canada as an Indian under the Canadian Indian Act. If your relatives become permanent
residents, they can live, study and work there.

How Can I Immigrate To Canada Without Showing Money?

That is if you’re applying under the Canadian Experience Class or you’re already authorized
to work in Canada and have a valid job offer

Even if applying under the Federal Skilled Trades Program or the Federal Skilled Worker
Program.

How Much Money Do I Need To Move To Canada?

The amount of money needed to move to Canada depends on the size of your family.

This is the minimum amount you need to immigrate to Canada as of April 25 2023.

How Much Does Canada Pay You To Live There?

Canada will pay you CAD 20,000 (around USD 15,000) to live in Canada under
Saskatchewan’s Graduate Retention Program.

The country will pay graduates CAD 20,000 over ten years as long as you continue to
maintain residency and file taxes in Saskatchewan.

Can I Move To Canada Without A Job? 

Yes! You can move to Canada without a job offer, as most Canadian immigration programs
require no job offer. 

Under the Express Entry program, applicants are just required to have adequate work and
educational experience and good language skills.

In fact, various programs like Saskatchewan’s Graduate Retention Program provide
incentive to move to Canada.

Who Can Sponsor Me In Canada?

The criteria for a sponsor in Canada is they must be your relative above the age of 18.

The relative must be a Canadian citizen or a permanent resident of Canada and live in
Canada.

Your sponsor must also not be in prison, declared bankruptcy, receiving social assistance,
or failing to pay immigration loans.

What Is The Maximum Age To Immigrate To Canada?

There is no specific age limit requirement for any Canadian immigration program, especially
for Family sponsorship and humanitarian and refugee immigration.

However, for economic immigration categories, they use a points-based system to assess
and score your profile and rank you based on the total points.

 Applicants aged 25-35 can receive the maximum points for this.

What Is The Cheapest Way To Move To Canada?

The cheapest way to immigrate to Canada would probably be through applying directly to a
Provincial Nominee Program (PNP).

PNP generally costs CAD$1,325 (USD$993) to process and obtain permanent residency.
Some provinces in the country provide incentives to move to Canada.

Other affordable Canadian immigration options are the Family Sponsorship, Guardian
Programs, and Government Economic Immigration Programs. 

Are There Any Incentives To Move To Canada?

Yes! As part of the ‘Canada moving incentive,’ the government provides new immigrants
with a variety of benefits like:

Canada Child Benefit – monthly payment to help with the cost of raising kids under 18
Goods and services tax credit – payments to help families with low-income
Provincial Benefits
Canadian Workers Benefit
