Swagbucks: This is one of the best apps to make extra cash if you’re 13 and
above. Besides surveys, Swagbucks lets you make extra cash by watching ads
and playing games. 
InboxDollars: You must be at least 18 to use InboxDollars. Like Swagbucks,
InboxDollars offers more ways to make money, including ads and games.
LifePoints: This website accepts members 14 years old and above.
Survey Junkie: You must be 18 or older and live in Australia, Canada, or theU.S.
to earn money on Survey Junkie.

Expect between $0.25 and $3 per survey. The pay varies by length and type ofsurvey.
Your location may also influence the kind of surveys you receive.  

2. Play Mobile Games

If you’re a gaming enthusiast who spends most of your free time playing mobile
games, why not do it on apps willing to pay?

Several get-paid-to websites pay you to test new games and give your opinion before
launching them. Others simply work with developers to help widen their audience.

PlaytestCloud: If you’d like to test new games, PlaytestCloud pays about $9 per
15-minute playtest. You can sign up for an account if you’re 13 or above.
Rewarded Play: This is another Android gaming app similar to Mistplay. Theonly
disadvantage is that Rewarded Play pays in gift cards only. You must be 18to
register.

Remember to play the featured games through the GPT site to get paid. You won’t be
eligible for rewards if you launch or download the games outside the site.

3. Dog Walking or Pet Sitting

Are you a natural lover of animals? If so, consider pet sitting in the evenings after
school or over the weekends and holidays. 

There’s no age limit for pet sitting, especially if you do it for family, friends, and
neighbors. However, you must be 18+ to find pet-sitting gigs on sites like Rover.

According to Indeed, the average pay on Rover is $19.43 an hour. This varies
depending on the services you offer. For instance, you can charge more for overnight
pet sitting. 

Don’t worry if you’ve never done this job. It’s simple as long as you don’t have
allergies. You only need to perform essential pet care services like feeding, cleaning,
and administering meds.

The pay generally depends on how you price your items. Etsy takes a 6.5% cut and
charges $0.20 for listing.
