Most of these delivery gigs like Uber Eats, let you work on your schedule, so they’re an
excellent wayto make extra cash in your free time.

So, whether you’re already delivering for Uber Eats or are considering signing up, there’s
a deliveryapp for you.

The Best Jobs Like Uber Eats

One of the most important factors to consider when searching for the best apps like Uber
Eats tomake money is earning potential. 

Secondly, you should also consider flexibility. The ideal side hustle compensates youwell
and caneasily be juggled with other responsibilities. 

Here are the best jobs similar to Uber Eats worth considering:

1. DoorDash

While Uber Eats has more global coverage, DoorDash is North America’s leading food
deliveryservice, operating in the U.S., Canada, Japan, Australia, New Zealand, and
Germany. 

As a DoorDash delivery driver, you make money delivering fast food and restaurant
meals to peoplewithin your area. 

DoorDash is the most similar to Uber Eats in that you can make deliveries via car, bike,
scooter, oreven on foot in some markets. 

Here are the requirements you must fulfill to sign up as a Dasher: 

Be at least 18 years old
Have access to a vehicle, bike, or scooter
Have a valid driver’s license
Own a smartphone that runs the DoorDash app

Dashers are paid per delivery, just like Uber Eats and Instacart. Compensation is
structured basedon base pay, promotions, and customer tips. Dashers keep 100% of the
tips they receive. 

Dashers are paid weekly through Direct Deposit. You can also cash out your earnings
daily usingFast Pay. However, this feature is only available in some DoorDash locations.

What I like about DoorDash is that they let you dash in another state. So, you can make
money whileexploring another state.

2. Instacart

Another excellent alternative to Uber Eats is Instacart. This grocery delivery platform
currently operates in over 14,000 cities in North America. 

As an Instacart shopper, you get paid to shop and deliver groceries to customers within
your city.

You can join Instacart as a full-service or in-store shopper. As a full-service shopper, you
shop for the items and deliver them to the customer. In-store shoppers only shop for the
groceries and package them for pick-up. 

If you want to work as an independent contractor, you’re better off as a full-service
shopper. Here are the requirements you must meet to qualify for the job: 

Be at least 18 years old
Have access to a reliable vehicle
Be eligible to work in your country
Own a smartphone 
Be able to lift 50 lbs

In addition to the requirements, you must consent to and pass the Instacart background 
check before you’re approved to join the platform. 

Instacart also pays shoppers per delivery. The more Instacart batches you complete, the
more money you make. 

Instacart shoppers keep all customer tips, so one of the Instacart tips and tricks you can
use to maximize your earnings is to provide excellent customer service.

3. Grubhub

Grubhub is another option to consider if you’re looking for jobs like Uber Eats. It’s a
platform that facilitates food delivery, just like Uber Eats. 

You can sign up to become a Grubhub driver and make money delivering restaurant
meals and fast food to people in your city.

Like DoorDash and Uber Eats, Grubhub allows you to deliver orders via vehicle or bike.

Here are the requirements for Grubhub drivers: 

Be 18 years old and above
Own a smartphone
Have a valid driver’s license
Have vehicle insurance

As a Grubhub delivery driver, the amount you make per delivery depends on factors like
the distance covered, the time you spend on the road, and any promotional bonuses. 

The app shows you your potential earnings for each order before you accept it. This way,
you only accept orders worth your time and effort.

While Uber Eats allows drivers to deliver in any market, as a Grubhub driver, you must
deliver in the market you signed up in. 

4. Shipt Shopper

If you’re looking for a gig like Instacart, where you get paid to deliver groceries, Shipt 
Shopper is a great option. 

On the Shipt platform, you can work on your schedule, shopping and delivering groceries
to customers within the requested time frame. 

To qualify for Shipt, you must fulfill the following qualifications:

Be at least 18 years old
Have a valid mailing address
Access to a reliable vehicle
Have vehicle insurance and a valid license
Be able to lift 45 lbs
Own a smartphone

Shipt shoppers are independent contractors, meaning you get paid per order. Everyorder
shows you the estimated pay depending on the effort needed to complete it.

Shipt pays shoppers via direct deposit every week, but you can access your earnings
once a day using Instant Pay. 

If you don’t want to shop for groceries, you can sign up for Shipt Driver, where your only
responsibility is delivering items to customers.

5. GoPuff

Gopuff is one of the best Uber Eats alternatives. You can sign up for Gopuff to make
money delivering various items, including food, snacks, alcohol, and more.

Gopuff is a delivery gig like Amazon Flex in that drivers are required to pick up the items
from central pickup locations. This resembles how Flex drivers go to Amazonwarehouses
to pick up packages. 

Gopuff currently operates in more than 650 cities in the US, and you can sign up if you
meet these requirements: 

21 or older
Have a valid driver’s license
Have access to a car with auto insurance
Own a smartphone

As a Gopuff driver, you get paid a base hourly rate plus an additional fee for every
delivery. Gopuff’s pay structure is rather detailed and varies depending on whether you
deliver during a scheduled block or drive on demand.

Like other jobs like DoorDash, Gopuff pays drivers weekly, but you can use the Instant
Cash Out feature to access your earnings. 

6. Spark

This is a relatively new delivery platform you can use to make money delivering groceries
and other items to customers in your area.

One of the perks of driving for Spark is your Spark acceptance rate doesn’t matter, soyou
can choose the orders you accept and get compensated adequately for your effort. 

To become a Spark driver, you must: 

Be at least 18 years
Have a reliable vehicle
Have a valid driver’s license
Provide proof of vehicle insurance
Own a smartphone
Pass a background check

Spark is available in all 50 states and operates in over 3,500 cities, so it’s pretty
accessible. You get to work on your schedule like Uber Eats, so Spark can be a suitable
alternative. 

Spark pays drivers weekly on Tuesday for all orders completed between Monday and
Sunday of the previous week. 

7. Deliveroo

Deliveroo is another job like Uber Eats to consider. It’s also a food delivery platform with
flexible working hours and a decent earning potential.

You can sign up for Deliveroo and work as a driver, delivering meals from restaurantsand
fast food chains. One advantage of Deliveroo is that it offers bike delivery services,so
you don’t need a vehicle to sign up. 

Deliveroo riders must fulfill the following requirements:

Be 18 or older
Have a bike, scooter, or car (with a license and insurance)
Have safety equipment, such as  a helmet
Have a clean record

Deliveroo riders work on their schedule, so you should consider it if you want a flexible
side hustle. 

As a Deliveroo courier, you’re paid for every delivery you make. Your total earnings
include order fees, boosts and surges, and customer tips.

Payments are made weekly on Wednesdays, but you can use the isntant cash-outfeature
to withdraw your earnings earlier. 

8. Favor

Favor is an on-demand, same-day delivery service based in Texas. The service primarily
operates in Texas cities, including Dallas, Houston, and Austin, so it’s unavailable to
people outside Texas. 

Favor delivery drivers deliver everything from food to groceries and dry cleaning.

Working as a Favor runner can be an excellent opportunity to make a few extra bucks.
Here are the requirements to qualify for the job:

Be 18 or older
Access to a reliable car
Have a clean record
Own a smartphone

As a Favor runner, you can work anytime you want, so it’s a great choice if you want
maximum flexibility.

Favor is one of the best Uber Eats alternatives, but the downside is that the service is
only available to Texas residents. 

9. SkipTheDishes

SkipTheDishes is a food delivery service based in Canada. If you live in Canada, this is
one of the jobs like Uber Eats to try. 

Customers use the service to order their favorite meals from various local restaurantsand
have them delivered to their doorsteps.

You can sign up for SkipTheDishes as an independent contractor, using your vehicle to
deliver food to customers. 

As a SkipTheDishes courier, you’re in control of your work schedule, so you can adjust it
depending on what works best for you. 

To qualify as a courier, you must:

Have a reliable vehicle with insurance
Be eligible to work in Canada
Have a driver’s license
Own a smartphone and thermal bags

SkipTheDishes also allows bike deliveries in select markets, so you should check if your
region is one of the markets.

The food delivery platform has both cash and digital payment options. For cash orders,
you get the money directly from the customer upon delivery. 

Your earnings from online orders are sent to your account weekly. 

10. Saucey

Saucey is a delivery platform quite different from the other jobs like Uber Eats covered in
this guide. Instead of delivering food, you would be delivering alcohol.

As a Saucey delivery driver, you will deliver beer, wine, and any other liquor customers
order. 

The platform operates in several cities across the U.S., including Chicago, Dallas,Seattle,
San Fransisco, and New York. 

Since you would only be working when liquor stores are open, you won’t have to work
overnight shifts or late nights. 

If you’re interested in signing up for Saucey, you must meet the following qualifications: 

Be 21 or older
Have access to a car that’s 2007 or newer
Have a valid driver’s license and auto insurance

You can log into work whenever you’re available or schedule your blocks beforehand. 

Saucey pays you a predetermined amount for every delivery, which is higher for
scheduled blocks. Upon delivery, you must look at the ID of the customer to ensure
they’re of legal drinking age. 

11. Eaze

Eaze is a delivery platform that deals with cannabis-related products. As an Eaze driver,
your job is to pick up the products from licensed retailers and deliver them to customers.

Since THC and CBD products are illegal in some states, Eaze is not as widely available
as other apps like Taskrabbit. 

However, Eaze has one of the highest pay rates compared to other delivery services, so
you should consider it if the platform operates in your city.

To work for Eaze, you must:

Be 21 or older
Drive a vehicle that’s 2005 or newer
Pass a background check

Eaze has strict driver requirements, and getting approved to join the platform may take a
while. Still, the platform has attractive pay rates, so it’s worth the time and effort. 

12. Roadie

Roadie is a delivery service that facilitates peer-to-peer delivery gigs. You can sign up for
the platform to make money delivering packages to individuals and businesses in your
city.

As a Roadie driver, you will deliver various products, including furniture, groceries,
appliances, artwork, parcels, and more. 

Roadie is a great option, especially if you own a pickup truck or cargo van. In mostcases,
you will be delivering large packages. 

Unlike most delivery platforms that assign you orders directly, on Roadie, you must bidfor
delivery jobs in your city. 

To get approved to drive for Roadie, you must: 

Be at least 18 years
Have a driver’s license and car insurance
Pass a background check

One of the perks of delivering with Roadie is you can make pretty good money delivering
heavy packages. 

Roadie delivery drivers receive their payment weekly via direct deposit. 

13. TaskRabbit

TaskRabbit is a popular gig app you can use to connect with people who need help with
odd jobs. 

Some of the popular jobs on TaskRabbit include:

Yard work
Cleaning
Mounting appliances
Furniture assembly
Help moving
Plumbing and other home repairs
Babysitting

TaskRabbit allows Taskers to set their hourly rates, so you have control over your
schedule and income. 

To qualify as a Tasker, you must: 

Be at least 18
Be eligible to work in your city
Pass a background check
Own a smartphone
Have a valid credit card
Have a U.S. Social Security Number

Given the variety of jobs on the app, you won’t need to own a vehicle. But if you plan to
offer moving and delivery services, you’ll need access to a reliable vehicle. 

When setting your rates on TaskRabbit, price yourself competitively to avoid scaring
potential customers away. 

14. HopSkipDrive

HopSkipDrive is a youth transportation solution that serves students who don’t fit in
traditional bus routes.

Unlike most delivery platforms covered here, HopSkipDrive has a caregiving aspectsince
you’ll be dealing with minors. 

As such, the platform has strict requirements for drivers. HopSkipDrive CareDriversmust: 

Be 23 years or older
Have at least five years of caregiving experience
Have a valid driver’s license and a good driving record
Have vehicle insurance and at least three years’ driving experience
Pass a multi-agency background check

While the platform has strict requirements, it’s worth the effort because you can work on
your schedule and earn up to $50 per ride. 

15. Lyft

If you’d like to sign up for a rideshare platform instead of a food delivery service, you can
try Lyft, one of the best Uber alternatives.

Lyft operates in thousands of cities, so you can apply if you meet the following
requirements:

Meet the age requirement in your city
Have a valid driver’s license
Pass a background check
Have vehicle insurance and registration
Have access to a 4-door car

Note that age and vehicle requirements vary based on your region, so you should check
the specific requirements for drivers in your city.

One of the advantages of working for Lyft and other rideshare platforms is you don’t have
to schedule your working hours around mealtimes like you do with Uber Eats and other
food delivery services.

Work efficiently: The more efficient you are as a gig worker, the more orders you’ll
complete in less time.

Track your income and expenses: Gig economy apps hire you as an independent
contractor, meaning you’re on the hook for all expenses. Ensure you track your
income and expenses accurately to know whether the hustle is worth your time.
Try multi-apping: Most delivery drivers deliver for more than one platform. This is a
good way to boost your income because sometimes one app is slow while the other
is busy.
